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 Harrison Contracting first became involved with 

Hillside Hospital about 4 years ago through the Georgia 

Branch, AGC Young Leadership Program.  The YLP, as 

it is called, annually helps fulfill the Christmas needs of 

the children at Hillside and Harrison has always been very proud to assist with 

delivering those items.  During these annual visits we would deliver the gifts and store 

them in a small brick building that once served as a ñreward zoneò for children who 

had been progressing well in their treatment.  Unfortunately,  with funding being 

limited, it became difficult for the hospital to keep the Kidôs Club updated and it had 

started to show.   

 There was an opportunity for Harrison to help revive what was once a valuable 

resource in the treatment of so many.  In early October, Calvin Pate contacted Lori 

Hogeman (COO at Hillside) to get her thoughts on such a project.  Loriôs response ï 

ñYES! YES!  We would LOVE that.ò.       

 With the assistance of Mike Carr, Calvin sat down with Lori and Bill Reilly 

from Hillside to develop a plan for what potential the room had.  It would come to 

include a theater area, complete with stadium seating, theater style chairs and a flat 

panel television with surround sound.  Other improvements included complete interior 

painting, new laminated wood flooring, an arcade style driving game and a new Xbox 

gaming system.   

 This charitable project was 

our largest to date.  It would not 

have been possible without the 

devotion shown by Clay Byrd, Luis 

Torres, Margaret Pate, Barry Taylor, 

Mike Carr and Juan Ramirez.
